From a 

basic understanding of the evolution of the brain itself to the elaborate interplay between 

environmental and genetic influences on personality, we are coming to learn more than we ever 

imagined about the developmental challenges children face and what kinds of experiences and 

environments can help them master childhood."  "Early experiences have a direct and critical effect 

on a baby's brain.  In fact, a child's earliest experiences are responsible for literally wiring the brain 

for future use, thereby building it's basic architecture.  Most of the traits and abilities that form our 

unique personality - the things that make each of us who we are, what we think, and how we feel - 

are reflections of these early developments in our brains."  The article is lengthy and there is much 

more to it, so if you have time to read it all, please do.  I just want to encourage all Kiwanians to 

support their clubs and participate in projects that will help wire a child's brain correctly for life.
